Align the latches of the stand to the
monitor. Tighten the stand with screws.

Connect the stand base to the stand and tighten the screw to secure the stand base.
Align the latches to place the stand cover.

Adjust the angle of the stand, make sure the stand assembly is properly installed before
setting the monitor upright.

Remove the screws on the monitor groove if needed before installing the stand.
Place the monitor on a soft, protected surface to avoid scratching the display panel.
Do not use any sharp objects on the panel.
