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How to assemble your monitor hardware
 

• If the computer is turned on you must turn it off before continuing. 
Do not plug-in or turn-on the power to the monitor until instructed to do so. 

• The following illustrations are for your reference only. Available input and output jacks may vary depending on the 
purchased model.

• The supported timing may vary by input signal. Download Resolution file from the website (see Product support 
on page 3). Refer to "Preset display modes" in Resolution file for more information.

• Avoid finger pressure on the screen surface.

1. Attach the monitor base.

Your monitor comes with a curved screen and the screen surface should never be placed on the desk without a 
cushion underneath.

Please be careful to prevent damage to the monitor. Placing the screen surface on an object like a stapler or a mouse 
will crack the glass or damage the LCD substrate voiding your warranty. Sliding or scraping the monitor around on 
your desk will scratch or damage the monitor surround and controls. 

Open the box, and take out the monitor base. 

Remove the cushion that protects the back of the monitor.
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Take out the monitor stand.

Attach the monitor stand to the monitor base as 
illustrated. Raise the thumbscrew lid and tighten the 
thumbscrew as illustrated. Then push the lid back.

Orient and align the stand arm with the monitor, then push 
them together until they click and lock into place.

Carefully lift the monitor, turn it over and place it upright 
on its stand on a flat even surface.

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2. Connect the power cable to the monitor.
Pass the cable through the cable management hole on the 
stand arm first. 

Plug one end of the power cord into the socket labelled 
 on the rear of the monitor. Do not connect the other 

end to a power outlet just yet.

3. Connect the video cable.

The video cables included in your package and the socket illustrations in this document may vary depending on the 
product supplied for your region.

1.  Pass the cables through the cable management hole on the stand arm.
2.  Establish a video cable connection.

• Connect the plug of the HDMI cable to the HDMI port on the monitor. Connect the other end of 
the cable to the HDMI port of a digital output device.

• Connect the plug of the DP cable to the monitor video socket. Connect the other end of the cable 
to the computer video socket.

3.  Connect the other end of the video cable to an appropriate port of a digital output source (e.g., a 
computer).

4. Connect the audio cable.
You may connect headphones to the headphone jack found 
on the back side of the monitor.

Pass the cable through the cable management hole on the 
stand arm.

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5. Connect USB devices.
To Connect the USB Type-B Cable 

Connect the USB cable between the PC and the monitor 
(via the upstream USB port at the back). This upstream 
USB port transmits data between the PC and the USB

6. Install the I/O cover.
Align the I/O cover with the holes on the back of the 
monitor, and press the sides and the bottom of the cover 
against the holes to lock it into place. Push from the 
bottom of the cover and check if the it has been installed 
properly.

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7. Place the monitor properly.
Place the monitor as desired after the cables have been connected properly. Move the monitor carefully by 
holding the lower part of monitor, the base or the stand arm.

Finger pressure on the screen surface is prohibited. The screen may be damaged by excessive force. 

8. Adjust the monitor height.
To adjust the monitor height, hold both the top and the 
bottom of the monitor to lower the monitor or lift it up to 
the desired height.

Your monitor is an edge-to-edge monitor and should be handled 
with care. Avoid finger pressure on the screen surface. Excessive 
force on the display is prohibited.

9. Tilt the monitor.
You should position the monitor and angle the screen to 
minimize unwanted reflections from other light sources.
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10.Connect-to and turn-on the power.

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How to detach the stand and the base

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Using the monitor wall mounting kit 
The back of your LCD monitor has a VESA standard mount with 100mm pattern, allowing the installation 
of a wall mount bracket. Before starting to install a monitor wall mounting kit, please read the 
precautions carefully.

Precautions
• Install your monitor and monitor mounting kit on a wall with flat surface.
• Ensure that the wall material and the standard wall mount bracket (purchased separately) are stable 
enough to support the weight of the monitor. Refer to the product specifications on the website for 
weight information.

• Turn off the monitor and the power before disconnecting the cables from the LCD monitor.

1. Remove the monitor stand.
While the monitor is inside the box, detach the monitor 
stand as illustrated.

2. Remove the screws on the back cover.
Use a cross-pointed screwdriver to release the screws on 
the back cover. The use of a magnetic-head screwdriver is 
recommended to avoid of losing the screws.

3. Follow the instruction manuals of the wall mount bracket you purchased to complete 
the installation.

Use four M4 x 10 mm screws to fix a VESA standard wall mount bracket to the monitor. Make sure that all screws are 
tightened and secured properly. Consult a professional technician or BenQ service for wall mount installation and 
safety precautions.

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How to upgrade the monitor on an existing computer
This instruction details the procedure for manually updating the existing monitor driver software on your 
Microsoft Windows computer. It is currently tested as compatible for Windows 10, Windows 8 (8.1), and 
Windows 7 Operating System (OS). 

Installing monitor driver software involves selecting an appropriate information file (.inf) from the 
downloaded driver files for the particular model monitor you have connected, and letting Windows install 
the corresponding driver files. You need only steer it in the right direction. Windows has an Upgrade 
Device Driver Wizard to automate the task and guide you through the file selection and installation 
process.

Does the blurring only occur at resolutions lower than the native (maximum) resolution?

Pixel errors can be seen.
One of several pixels is permanently black, one or more pixels are permanently white, one or 
more pixels are permanently red, green, blue or another color.
