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Keyboard positioning

Before plugging in the unit, take a moment to check the height and angle of
your keyboard, and find the arrangement that's most comfortable for you.

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Connecting to a computer Using the rollerbar

Plug the RollerMouse Red plus into your computer's USB port. The rollerbar 0 provides two functions:

/ performs cursor movement.
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Rollerbar click force adjustment

Click force refers to how hard or soft it is to click the Rollerbar.

To change the click force, press and hold both the Gand the ebutton
for two seconds, the LED light will show current click force setting. While
continuing to hold button release button and use scroll wheel to
change click force setting. Let go of to select click force setting.

Note: The Rollerbar click function can be turned off using the above
adjustment method, by moving the scroll wheel until all LEDs are lit.

Click volume adjustment
