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2 Basic Adjustment/Setting
This product enables users to change the brightness according to personal preference or to
suit the usage environment, and to reduce power consumption to conserve energy.
This chapter describes the basic functions that can be adjusted and set using the switches
on the front of the monitor.
For advanced adjustment and setting procedures using the Setting menu, see Advanced
Adjustments/Settings [} 17].

2.1 Switch Operation Method
1. Touch any switch (except ).

The operation guide appears on the screen.

Note

• Do not directly touch the operation guide that appears on the screen. There are switches below
the operation guide that can be touched to perform adjustment/setting.

2. Touch a switch for adjustment/setting.
The adjustment/setting menu appears. 
(A sub menu may also be displayed. In this case, select the item for adjustment/setting
using  and select .)

3. Perform adjustment/setting with the switches and select  to accept the changes.
4. Select  to exit the menu.

2.2 Switching Input Signals
When a monitor has multiple signal inputs, the signal to display on-screen can be changed.
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Note

• "Screen InStyle" allows you to switch input signals using the shortcut keys on the keyboard.
• Selecting PbyP (Picture by Picture) allows you to display the screens side by side when the

monitor has multiple signal inputs. For PbyP, see PbyP Settings [} 13].

2.2.1 PbyP Settings
As two separate images can be displayed on a single screen, there is no need to switch
signals, leading to increased work efficiency. If you select  after selecting "PbyP", then
the "PbyP Settings" menu will be displayed, you can switch the combination of signals for
the left and right images.

• "Screen InStyle" allows you to select the color mode automatically according to the software in
use.

• In Paper mode, the amount of blue light emitted from the screen is reduced by changing the
color tone and controlling the brightness.

2.4 Conserving Energy
This monitor is equipped with EcoView functions to enable users to conserve energy.
If you use Auto EcoView, which is one of the EcoView functions, the screen brightness is
automatically adjusted according to the ambient brightness.

Note

• The power saving level (Power Reduction, CO2 Reduction, and Eco Performance Level) can be
checked on the "EcoView Settings" menu. The more indicators that light up representing the Eco
Performance Level, the higher the power saving level attained.
– Power Reduction: the reduction in the backlight’s power consumption as a result of the

adjusted brightness value.
– CO2 Reduction: converted from the "Power Reduction" value, this is an estimate of the

quantity of CO2 emissions reduced when using the monitor for one hour.
• The numeric value is a result of a calculation that based on the default setting value (0.000555t-

CO2/kWh) determined by a Japanese ministerial ordinance (2006, Ministry of Economy, Trade
and Industry, Ministry of Environment, Civil Code Article 3) and may differ depending on the
country, year, or other elements involved.

Auto EcoView
Settings: "On" / "Off"

Contrast
Settings: "0" – "100"
The brightness of the screen is adjusted by varying the video signal level.

Note

• A contrast of 50 displays every color gradation.
• When adjusting the monitor, it is recommended to perform brightness adjustment, which does

not lose gradation characteristics, prior to contrast adjustment.
• Perform contrast adjustment in the following cases:

– If the image is too dark even when the brightness is set to 100 (Set the contrast to higher than
50.)

Temperature
Settings: "Off" / "4000 K" – "10000 K" (in increments of 500 K. 9300 K is included.)
Adjusts the color temperature.
The color temperature is normally used to express the hue of "White" and/or "Black" with a
numerical value. The value is expressed in degrees "K" (Kelvin).
The screen becomes reddish at low color temperatures and bluish at high color
temperatures, similar to the temperatures of a flame. A gain preset value is set for each
color temperature setting value.

Maintaining the balance
between the input signal and brightness of the monitor is referred to as "Gamma correction".

• If "Paper" is selected for the color mode, "Paper" is displayed for the gamma value.
• If "DICOM" is selected for the color mode, "DICOM" is displayed for the gamma value.

Super Resolution
Settings: "Off" / "1" / "2"
Blurriness can be reduced by enhancing the outlines of the image.
Choose "1" or "2" (greater enhancement than "1"), whichever suits your preferences.

Advanced Settings - Overdrive
Settings: "Enhanced" / "Standard" / "Off"
This function allows you to set the overdrive intensity based on the use of the monitor.
Image lag can be reduced by using the "Enhanced" setting when displaying moving images.

Note

• Depending on the display resolution and the setting of Picture Expansion [} 21], overdrive may
be set to "Off".

Advanced Settings - Hue
Settings: "-50" – "50"
Adjusts the hue.

Note

• Using this function may prevent some color gradations from being able to be displayed.

Advanced Settings - Saturation
Settings: "-50" – "50"
Adjusts the color saturation.

Note

• Using this function may prevent some color gradations from being able to be displayed.
• The minimum value (-50) changes the screen to monochrome.

Advanced Settings - Gain
Settings: "0" – "100"
The brightness of each red, green, and blue color component is referred to as "Gain". The
hue of "white" can be changed by adjusting the gain.

• Using this function may prevent some color gradations from being able to be displayed.
• The gain value changes according to the color temperature.
• When the gain is changed, the color temperature setting changes to "Off".
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Reset
Resets any color adjustments for the currently selected color mode back to the default
settings.

3.2.2 Signal
Set the details regarding input signal, such as the screen size and color format.

Window Selection
Settings: "Left" / "Right"
Select the screen to apply "Signal" to when using PbyP display.
Please perform this selection when starting usage of PbyP display.

• "Left"
Applies settings to the left screen.

• "Right"
Applies settings to the right screen.

Picture Expansion
Settings: "Auto*1" / "Full Screen" / "Aspect Ratio" / "Dot by Dot"

Input Range

Depending on the video reproduction device, there may be a restriction on black and white
video signal levels output to the monitor. This kind of signal is called "Limited range". On the
other hand, unlimited signals are called "Full range".

• "Auto"
Input signal brightness range is automatically judged and is displayed appropriately
(recommended setting). Depending on the video reproduction device, Limited range and
Full range may not be able to be judged by the monitor. In such a case, selecting "Full"
or "Limited" will allow it to be displayed appropriately.

settings for the monitor before rotating it.

Power Save
Settings: "On" / "Off"
The monitor can be set to enter power saving mode according to the state of the PC.

4 Administrator Settings
This chapter describes how to configure monitor operation using the "Administrator
Settings" menu.

4.1 Basic Operation of the "Administrator Settings" Menu
1. Touch  to turn off the monitor.
2. While touching the leftmost switch, touch  for more than two seconds to turn on the

monitor.

The "Administrator Settings" menu appears.

3. Select an item to set with  and select .
The adjustment/setting menu appears.

4. Set with  and select .
The "Administrator Settings" menu appears.

5. Select "Apply" and then .
The settings are applied and the "Administrator Settings" menu exits.

Attention

• The language (English) of the "Administrator Settings" menu cannot be changed.
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4.2 Functions of the "Administrator Settings" Menu

Auto Input Detection
Settings: "On" / "Off"
This function automatically recognizes the connector through which PC signals are input,
and displays images on the screen accordingly.

• "On"
When the monitor is connected to multiple PCs, if a specific PC enters power saving
mode or no signals are input to the monitor, the connector is automatically changed to
another one to which signals are input.

• "Off"
To be set to this when manually selecting input signals. Select the input signal to display
using the operation switch ( ) on the front of the monitor. For details, see Switching
Input Signals [} 12].

Note

• Does not function in PbyP display.
• This product automatically recognizes the connector through which PC signals are input, and

displays images on the screen accordingly regardless of whether this function is set to On or Off
just after the main power switch on the back of the monitor has been turned on.

• When this function is set to "On", the monitor only enters the power saving mode when signals
are not input from any PC.

Compatibility Mode
Settings: "On" / "Off"
If you want to avoid the following phenomena, set this function to "On":

• The positions of windows and icons are shifted when the monitor is turned off/on or has
returned from the power saving mode.

• Even when the mouse or keyboard are used, the PC does not return from sleep.
• When the power to the monitor is turned off, a device connected to the USB

downstream port does not work, or power is not supplied to the connected device.
• When the power to the monitor is turned off, power is not supplied to devices connected

to the USB-C connector.

USB
Settings: "On" / "Off"
You can switch between enabling and disabling of the USB port of the monitor.

• "On"
Enables the USB port. If you are using the following functions, set this function to "On":

• "Off"
Disables the USB port so that USB peripheral devices cannot be used.

• By pressing the switch on the far left for three seconds or more when the device's power is on
and when the Setting menu/Button Guide are not displayed, you can make the setting "On" (It
cannot be made "Off" at the same time).

On-Screen Logo
Settings: "On" / "Off"
When the monitor is turned on, the EIZO logo and certification standard logo appears on the
screen.
When this function is set to "Off", the logos do not appear.

Key Lock
Settings: "Off" / "Menu" / "All"
In order to prevent changes to settings, the operation switches on the front of the monitor
can be locked.

• "Off" (default setting)
Enables all switches.

• "Menu"
Locks the  switch.

• "All"
Locks all switches except the power switch.
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5 Troubleshooting

5.1 No Picture
Power indicator does not light up.

• Check whether the power cord is connected properly.
• Turn on the main power switch on the back of the monitor.
• Touch .
• Turn off the main power switch on the back of the monitor, and then turn it on again a

few minutes later.

Power indicator is lighting white.
• Increase "Brightness", "Contrast", or "Gain" in the Setting menu (see Color [} 18]).

Power indicator is lighting orange.
• Switch the input signal.
• Turn the setting "On" for "Compatibility Mode" on the "Administrator Settings" menu (see

Compatibility Mode [} 27]).
• Move the mouse or press any key on the keyboard.
• Check whether the PC is turned on.
• Turn off the main power switch on the back of the monitor, and then turn it on again.

The message "No Signal" appears on the screen
Example:

• The message shown above may appear as some PCs do not output the signal
immediately after power-on.

• Check whether the PC is turned on.
• Check whether the signal cable is connected properly.
• Switch the input signal.
• Turn off the main power switch on the back of the monitor, and then turn it on again.
• Try setting "Auto Input Detection" in the "Administrator Settings" menu to "Off" and

switching the input signal manually (see Auto Input Detection [} 27]).

The message "Signal Error" appears on the screen
Example:

• Check whether the PC is configured to meet the resolution and vertical scan frequency
requirements of the monitor (see Compatible Resolutions [} 11]).

• Reboot the PC.
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• Select an appropriate setting using the graphics board’s utility. Refer to the User’s
Manual of the graphics board for details.

The message "DP Unsupported" appears on the screen
Example:

• Check whether the connected cable is a signal cable recommended by us.
• Check whether the USB-C of the connected device supports video signal output

(DisplayPort Alt Mode). For details, contact the manufacturer of the device.
• Connect a DisplayPort cable or an HDMI cable.

The message "No Signal" appears on the screen with a gray background
color
Example:

• Check whether "USB" in the "Administrator Settings" menu is set to "On" (see USB
[} 27]).

5.2 Imaging Problems
The screen is too bright or too dark.

• Use "Brightness" or "Contrast" in the Setting menu to adjust it (see Color [} 18]). (The
LCD monitor backlight has a limited life span. If the screen becomes dark or begins to
flicker, contact your local EIZO representative.)

• If the screen is too bright, try changing the Auto EcoView setting to "On". The monitor
detects the ambient brightness to adjust the screen brightness automatically (see Auto
EcoView [} 14]).

The brightness changes on its own.
• Try changing the Auto EcoView setting to "Off" (see Auto EcoView [} 14]).

Characters and images are blurred.
• Check whether the PC is configured to meet the resolution and vertical scan frequency

requirements of the monitor. For information on how to change your computer settings,
refer to our web site (www.eizoglobal.com).

• Try setting the magnification of display on the OS to "100 %". When using multiple
monitors, try setting the magnification of display to "100 %" on all monitors.

Afterimages appear.
• Afterimages are particular to LCD monitors. Avoid displaying the same image for a long

time.
• Use the screen saver or power saving function to avoid displaying the same image for

extended periods of time.

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• Depending on the image, an afterimage may appear even if it was displayed for a short
period of time. To remove such a phenomenon, change the image or keep the power
turned off for several hours.

Green / red / blue / white / dark dots remain on the screen.
• This is due to LCD panel characteristics and not a malfunction.

Interference patterns or pressure marks remain on the LCD panel.
• Leave the monitor with a white or black screen. The symptom may disappear.

Noise appears on the screen.
• In the Setting menu, set "Overdrive" to "Off" (see Advanced Settings - Overdrive [} 20]).
• When inputting HDCP system signals, normal images may not be displayed

immediately.

The positions of windows and icons are shifted when the monitor is turned
off/on or when restored from power saving mode.

• Turn the setting "On" for "Compatibility Mode" on the "Administrator Settings" menu (see
Compatibility Mode [} 27]).

The color shown on the screen is not correct.
• Try changing "Input Color Format" in the Setting menu (see Input Color Format [} 22]).

Images are not displayed over the entire area of the screen.
• Try changing "Picture Expansion" in the Setting menu (see Picture Expansion [} 21]).
• Check whether the setting for the resolution of the PC matches the resolution of the

monitor.

5.3 Other Problems
The Setting menu does not appear.

• Check whether the operation switch lock function is active (see Key Lock [} 28]).

Cannot select items in the Setting menu.
• Items that are displayed with gray text cannot be changed.
• "Color" items cannot be changed in some color modes. Setting the color mode to "User

1" or "User 2" will allow you to change all items (see Color [} 18]).

No audio output.
• Check whether volume is set to "0".
• Check the PC and audio playback software to see whether they are configured

correctly.
• If using PbyP display, try checking the "Sound Selection (PbyP)" settings (see Sound

Selection (PbyP) [} 24]).
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USB peripheral devices connected to the monitor do not work.
• Check whether the USB cable is correctly connected between the PC and the monitor.
• Check whether the USB cable is correctly connected between the peripheral and the

monitor.
• Try using a different USB port on the monitor.
• Try using a different USB port on the PC.
• Update the USB drivers for the peripheral devices.
• Reboot the PC.
• When "Compatibility Mode" is set to "Off" in the "Administrator Settings" menu and the

power of the monitor is turned off, devices connected to the USB downstream port are
not operational. Change the setting for "Compatibility Mode" to "On" (see Compatibility
Mode [} 27]).

• When "USB" is set to "Off" in the "Administrator Settings" menu, peripheral devices
connected to the USB port cannot be used. Set "USB" to "On" (see USB [} 27]).

• If the peripheral devices work correctly when they are directly connected to the PC,
contact your local EIZO representative.

• Check the PC’s BIOS setting for USB when using Windows. (Refer to the User’s Manual
of the PC for details.)

• Update the PC OS.

Power indicator is flashing orange and white.
• This symptom may occur when the PC is connected to the DisplayPort connector. Use a

signal cable recommended by us for the connection. Turn the monitor off and on.
• Check the connection and condition of the USB peripheral devices connected to the

monitor.
• Turn off the main power switch on the back of the monitor, and then turn it on again.

Even when the mouse or keyboard are used, the PC does not return from
sleep.

• Turn the setting "On" for "Compatibility Mode" on the "Administrator Settings" menu (see
Compatibility Mode [} 27]).

The PC does not operate with the power supply (USB Power Delivery) from
the monitor.

• Check whether the PC has the specifications to operate with a 70 W power supply.
• For a 70 W power supply, use the following USB cables:

– CC200SS-5A or CC200SSW-5A (Included)
– CC100 (Optional accessory)

• Turn the setting "On" for "USB" on the "Administrator Settings" menu (see USB [} 27]).
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6 Attaching/Removing the Stand

6.1 Removing the Stand
The stand section of this product can be removed.

Attention

• Do not move the stand up and down after removing it. If you move the stand up and down while
it is not attached to the monitor, this may cause damage or injury.

• If you drop the monitor or stand, this may cause damage or injury due to the weight of the
monitor and stand.

1. Raise the height of the monitor to the maximum height.

Attention

• If the monitor is not raised to the maximum height, there may be cases when the height of the
monitor accidentally changes while removing the stand. This may be the cause of injury or
damage.

2. Lay the LCD monitor on a soft cloth spread over a stable and flat surface with the
LCD panel surface facing down.

3. Remove the stand.
As shown in the diagram, press the lock button (1) while holding firmly onto the brace of
the stand, and slide the stand in the direction of the pedestal on the bottom (2). Next,
pull the stand upwards to remove it (3).

Insert the four tabs on the stand into the four holes on the back panel (1), and slide the
stand towards the upper portion of the monitor (2). The stand clicks when it is attached
correctly. Check that the stand is properly attached by pushing it side to side and back
to front.
