Installation

« Configure your port settings before installing the USB serial hub.

1. Download the latest software from the StarTech.com website:
www.StarTech.com/ICUSB234854I.

2. The software that corresponds with your operating system will be
compressed in a .zip folder. Download and extract the contents
of that folder to a location on your computer that’s easy to access,
such as your Desktop or Downloads folder.

3. Open the folder that corresponds with your specific operating
system and launch the installer file.

4. Follow the on-screen prompts to complete the installation, and if
instructed to do so, restart your computer.

5. Connect each of your serial devices to the port you've configured
for their connection.

6. Connect the USB-A to USB-B cable to the USB 2.0 port on the USB
serial hub and to a USB port on your computer.

7. (Optional) If you require AUX power (fully loaded) connect your
power adapter to an AC outlet, then connect the Power adapter
port to the USB serial hub.

Configure port settings

The serial adapter hub supports four different modes (RS-232, RS-
422, RS-485 2-wire, and RS-485 4-wire) with different power and
termination options. You can set the mode and settings for each
individual port by adjusting the jumpers inside the serial adapter
hub’s housing. To access the jumpers, open the access panel on the
back of the housing using a Phillips type screwdriver to remove the
two screws.
