You must insert your SIM card to make phone calls. You do not need to 
power off your phone before inserting or removing the SIM card as this 
phone supports hot swap.
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�Your phone only supports nano-SIM cards. Do not attempt to 
insert other SIM types; otherwise this may cause damage to your 
phone.

Charging the battery

You are advised to fully charge the battery (  ). Charging status 
is indicated by a percentage displayed on screen while the phone is 
powered off. The percentage increases as the phone is charged.

�To reduce power consumption and energy waste when the battery 
is fully charged, disconnect your charger from the plug; switch off 
Wi-Fi, GPS, Bluetooth or background-running applications when 
not in use; reduce the backlight time, etc.

Powering on your phone

Hold down the Power key until the phone powers on, unlock your phone 
(Swipe, PIN, Password, Pattern, etc. if necessary and confirm. The Home 
screen is displayed.

•	If your phone remains inactive for a period of time, it will automatically 
lock the screen and enter sleep mode to save power. Go to Settings >

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To unlock the phone screen

Use pattern unlock

Use Face unlock

•	From the app list, touch Settings > Security & biometrics > Face unlock. 
Before using the face key, you need to set a pattern/PIN/password.

•	Hold your phone 20-50 cm from your face. Position your face in the 
square shown on the screen. For best results, we suggest that the face 
key is enrolled indoors and away from direct sunlight.

•	Enable Face unlock when your screen turns on, otherwise you will have 
to swipe up on the screen first of all.
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Use Fingerprint unlock

Touch the fingerprint sensor (Settings > Security & biometrics > 
Fingerprint) with an enrolled finger to unlock the screen.

You can touch and hold a folder, an application or a widget and drag the 
item to your preferred Home screen.

The screen acts as the viewfinder. First, position the object or landscape 
in the viewfinder, touch the screen to focus if necessary.
