1.7 Saving energy

- Pay attention to good ventilation. Do not cover ventilation
holes or grids.

- Do not install the appliance in direct sunlight, next to an
oven, radiator or similar.

- Energy consumption depends on the installation condi-
tions, e.g. the ambient temperature (see 1.2 Appliance
range of use) . A warmer ambient temperature can
increase the energy consumption.

- Open the appliance for as short a time as possible.

- The lower the temperature is set the higher the energy
consumption.

- Sort your food: home.liebherr.com/food.

- Keep all food properly packed and covered. This prevents
frost from forming.

- Only take food out for as long as necessary so that it
doesn’'t warm up too much.

- Inserting warm food: allow to cool down to room temper-
ature first.

- Thaw frozen food in the refrigerator.

- If there is a thick layer of frost in the appliance: defrost
the appliance.

Dust deposits increase energy consump-

tion:

- For refrigerators with heat exchangers
dust the metal grid on the back of the
appliance once a year.

2 General safety instructions

Please keep these operating instructions in a
safe place so you can refer back to them at
any time.

If you pass the appliance on, please hand
these operating instructions to the next user.

Read these operating instructions carefully
before use to ensure safe and correct use of
the appliance. Follow the instructions, safety
instructions and warning messages included
at all times. They are important for ensuring
you can operate and install the appliance
safely and without any problems.

Danger for the user:

- This device can be used by children and
people with impaired physical, sensory or
mental abilities or with a lack of experi-
ence and knowledge provided that they
are supervised or have received instruction
in the safe use of this device, and about
the resulting hazards. Children must not
play with this appliance. Cleaning and user
maintenance work must not be carried out
by children without adult supervision. Chil-
dren aged between 3 and 8 are allowed
to load and unload the appliance. Children
below the age of 3 must be kept away from
the appliance unless they are under contin-
uous adult supervision.

- The socket must be easily accessible so
that the appliance can be disconnected
quickly from the electricity in an emer-
gency. It must not be located in the area
behind the appliance.

- When disconnecting the appliance from the
supply, always take hold of the plug. Do not
pull the cable.

- In the event of a fault pull out the mains
plug or deactivate the fuse.

- Do not damage the mains power cable. Do
not operate the appliance with a defective
mains power cable.

4.1 Transporting the appliance

» Transport the appliance only in suitable packaging.
» Transport the appliance upright.
» Do not transport the appliance on your own.

Fire hazard and danger of damage!
» Do not place appliances emitting heat e.g. microwaves,
toasters etc. on the appliance!

NOTICE

Covered vents!

Damage. Appliance can overheat, which can reduce the

service life of various parts of the appliance and lead to

operational impairments.

» Always make sure there is good ventilation.

» Always keep vents or ventilation grids in the appliance
housing and in the kitchen furniture (fully integrated
appliance) unobstructed.

NOTICE

Risk of damage due to condensate!

» Do not install the appliance directly alongside a further
refrigerator/freezer.

If multiple appliances are placed next to each other, allow a
distance of 100 mm between the appliances. Condensation
will build up between the side walls of the appliances if this
distance is not maintained.

QO Before you connect the appliance, report any damage
immediately to the delivery company.

@ The floor of the installation site must be horizontal and
even.

O Do not install the appliance in direct sunlight, next to an
oven, radiator or similar.

QA Install the appliance with the rear panel up against the
wall and always use the supplied wall spacers (see
below).

@ Only ever move the appliance when it is empty.

O The surface supporting the appliance must be at the
same level as the surrounding floor.
QA Do not install the appliance on your own.

O The more refrigerant there is in the appliance, the larger
the space that it is installed in must be. If the space is
too small, any leak may create a flammable mixture of
gas and air. For every 8 g of refrigerant, the installation
space must be at least 1 m3. Information regarding the
coolant can be found on the type plate inside the appli-
ance.

» Detach the connecting cable from the rear of the appli-
ance, removing the cable holder at the same time
because otherwise there will be vibratory noise!

» Remove the protective film from the decorative trims.

» Remove all transit supports.

To achieve the specified energy consumption, use the
spacers, which are supplied with some appliances. This
increases the appliance depth by approx. 35 mm. The
appliance will work properly without the spacers but will
consume slightly more energy.

P If your appliance comes with ‘\
wall spacers, mount these on
the back of the appliance,
bottom left and right.

» Dispose of packaging material (see 4.5 Disposing of
packaging) .

Risk of injury or damage from the appliance tipping or the

door falling open!

If the additional adjustable foot on the base support is not

correctly positioned on the floor, there is a risk of the door

falling open or the appliance tipping. This can lead to injury

or property damage.

» Unscrew the additional adjustable foot on the support
until it reaches the floor.

4.3.1 Detaching the upper door

Note
» Remove any food from the door racks before removing
the door, so that no food falls out.

4.3.4 Transferring the lower bearing elements

» Unscrew fastening screws Fig. 7 (21) .

» Remove the lower bearing block Fig. 7 (23], complete with
bearing bolt Fig. 7 (24), washer Fig. 7 (26) and adjustable
foot Fig. 7 (22).

» Unscrew the bearing bolt Fig. 7 (24), complete with
washer Fig. 7 (26), re-locate it into the mounting hole on
the opposite side of the bearing block and tighten again.

» Carefully remove the cover plate Fig. 7 (25) and re-locate
it to the other side.

» Fasten the lower bearing block Fig. 7 (23), complete with
bearing bolt Fig. 7 (24), washer Fig. 7 (26) and adjustable
foot Fig. 7 (22) to the new hinge side, with the help of
a cordless screwdriver if necessary, and tighten (with
4 Nm) once again.

4.3.5 Fitting the lower door

» Lower the bottom door onto the bearing bolt Fig. 7 (24).

» Close the door.

» Insert the centre bearing block (13) turned through 180°
into the lower door and fasten firmly (with 4 Nm) to the
new hinge side with the fastening screws (1I) (2 x Torx®
20).

» Refit plastic washer (10).

4.3.6 Fitting the upper door

P Set the upper door down on the centre bearing block
(13).

P Insert the upper turn hinge Fig. 5 (3) in the door on the
new hinge side.

» Screw in the upper bearing block tightly (with 4 Nm)
(2 x Torx® 20) Fig. 5 (4). Use a cordless screwdriver if
necessary.

P Fit the cover Fig. 5 (1) on the opposite side by sliding it
rearwards and latching it into place.

P Press the cover Fig. 5 (2) on the opposite side down into
place until it latches.

P Unscrew the adjustable foot Fig. 7 (22) on the lower
bearing block Fig. 7 (23] until it reaches the floor.

A WARNING

Danger of injury due to door falling out!

If the bearing parts are not screwed on tightly enough, the
door may fall out. This can result in serious injuries. In
addition, the door may not close with the result that the
appliance does not cool properly.

P Screw the bearing brackets on firmly with 4 Nm.

P Check all screws and retighten them if necessary.

4.4 Sliding into the row of units

(1) Top cupboard (3) Kitchen cabinet
(2) Appliance (4) Wall

X For appliances with supplied wall spacers, the dimension
must be increased by 35 mm (see 4.2 Installing the appli-
ance) .

The appliance can be built into kitchen units. A top
cupboard Fig. 8 (2) can be added above the appliance in
order to bring the appliance Fig. 8 (1) up to the height of the
fitted kitchen units.

* Depending on model and options



Control

When fitting kitchen cupboards around the appliance (max.
depth 580 mm), you can install the appliance directly next
to the kitchen cupboard Fig. 8 (3). The appliance protrudes
34 mm * to the side and 50 mm * in the centre of the appli-
ance in relation to the kitchen cupboard front.

NOTICE

Danger of overheating due to insufficient air ventilation!

The compressor may be damaged if there is insufficient air
ventilation.

P Take care to ensure adequate air ventilation.

» Observe the ventilation requirements.

Ventilation requirements:

- At the back of the top cupboard, there must be a ventila-
tion shaft at least 50 mm deep across the top cupboard’s
entire width.

- The ventilation gap cross-section under the ceiling must
be at least 300 cm?2.

- The wider the ventilation clearance, the more efficiently
the appliance will run.

If the appliance is set up with the hinges next to a wall

Fig. 8 (4], the distance between the appliance and the

wall must be at least 40 mm. This is how far the handle

protrudes when the door is open.

4.5 Disposing of packaging

A WARNING

Danger of suffocation due to packing material and plastic
film!
» Do not allow children to play with packing material.

The packaging is made of recyclable materials:

- corrugated board/cardboard

- expanded polystyrene parts

- polythene bags and sheets

- polypropylene straps

- nailed wooden frame with polyethylene panel*

> Take the packaging material to an official collecting
point.

4.6 Connecting the appliance

NOTICE

Danger of damage to incorrect connection!

Damage to the appliance.

» Do not connect the appliance to a stand-alone inverter,
e.g. solar power systems and petrol generators.

A WARNING

Danger of fire due to incorrect connection!
Burns.

Damage to the appliance.

» Do not use an extension cable.

» Do not use distributor blocks.

The type of current (alternating current) and voltage at the
installation site have to conform with the data on the type
plate (see 1 Appliance at a glance) .

The socket must be properly earthed and fused. The tripping
current for the fuse must be between 10 A and 16 A.

The socket must be easily accessible so that the appliance
can be quickly disconnected from the supply in an emer-
gency. It must be outside the area of the rear of the appli-
ance.

» Check the electrical connection.
» Plug in the power plug.

4.7 Switching on the appliance

Switch the appliance on about 2 hours before starting to
stock it with any frozen goods.

P Turn the temperature controller Fig. 3 (1) clockwise to the
position of the middle temperature point between off and
max cold .

D> The interior lighting is on.

5 Control

5.1 Refrigerator compartment

The natural circulation of air in the refrigerator compart-
ment results in zones differing in temperature. It is coldest
directly above the vegetable drawers and at the rear wall. It
is warmest at the top front of the compartment and in the
door.

5.1.1 Refrigerating food

P Store perishable foods such as ready-to-eat meals, meat
and sausages in the coldest area. Place butter and
preserves in the top area and in the door. (see 1 Appli-
ance at a glance)

» Use reuseable plastic, metal, aluminium, glass containers
and foil wrap to store food.

» Always store raw meat and fish in clean, sealed
containers on the bottom shelf of the refrigerator, to
prevent them coming into contact with or dripping onto
other foods.

P Foods that easily absorb or give off smell or taste, as
well as liquids, should be stored in sealed containers or
covered.

P Use the front area of the base shelf only to tempora-
rily set down refrigerated foods, for example while rear-
ranging or sorting the contents. Remember not to leave
refrigerated foods here as they could shift to the back or
tip over when you close the door.

» Do not pack foods too closely together, as the air needs
to circulate.

5.1.2 Setting the temperature

The temperature is adjustable clockwise between “off” and
“max cold” (coldest temperature, greatest cooling capacity).

We recommend the middle control position, which ensures
an average cold room temperature of approx. 5 °C.

An average temperature of about -18 °C is then set in the
freezing compartment.

If frozen food is being stored and low freezing temperatures
are to be ensured, it is recommended to adjust the tempera-
ture control setting from the middle position to “max cold” .
The “max cold” setting allows the coldest zone in the refrig-
erator to reach temperatures below 0 °C.

P Turn temperature control Fig. 3 (1).

The temperature depends on the following factors:

- How often the door is opened

- How long the door is open for

- The room temperature of the installation site

- The type, temperature and amount of frozen items

P If necessary, adjust the temperature with the control.

5.1.3 SuperCool function

This function ensures low temperatures in the freezer
compartment.

Activating SuperCool function

At room temperatures of 15 °C or below, SuperCool is
automatically activated. When SuperCool is activated, the
SuperCool button lights up.

If you want to achieve lower temperatures in the freezer
compartment, then you can also activate SuperCool
manually:

» Press the SuperCool (see Fig. 3) button.

D> The SuperCool button lights up.

Deactivating SuperCool function

SuperCool is automatically deactivated at room tempera-
tures of more than 15 °C. When SuperCool is deactivated,
the SuperCool button does not light up.

If you have activated SuperCool manually, then SuperCool is

automatically deactivated after 70 hours. However, you can

also deactivate SuperCool manually at any time:

» Press and hold the SuperCool (see Fig. 3) button for
3 seconds.

Note

At room temperatures of more than 15 °C, SuperCool is
activated automatically if SuperCool has not been activated
before. When SuperCool is automatically activated, the
SuperCool button lights up. If SuperCool has been activated
automatically, the function cannot be deactivated manually.

5.1.4 Shelves

Moving or removing shelves

The shelves are prevented from being pulled out acciden-
tally by pull out stops.

» Lift the shelf and pull forward a little.

» Adjust the height of the shelf. To do this move the slots
along the supports.

» In order to remove the shelf fully, place it at a slant and
pull out towards the front.

» Insert shelf with the raised edge pointing upwards at the
back.

D> The food does not freeze onto the rear wall.

5.2 Freezer compartment

You can store frozen food, make ice cubes and freeze fresh
food in the freezer compartment.

5.2.1 Freezing food

The rating plate indicates the maximum quantity of fresh
food you can freeze within 24 hours (see 1 Appliance at a
glance) under “Freezing capacity ... kg/24h".

The shelves can each be loaded with 35 kg of frozen food.

A vacuum is generated after the door is closed. After closing
the door, wait for about 1 minute and then it opens more
easily.

/N caomon

Risk of injury due to broken glass!

Bottles and cans containing drinks may burst when being
frozen. This applies particularly to sparkling drinks.

» Do not freeze bottles and cans containing drinks!

» 24 hours before freezing food, set the temperature to a
mid to cold position

» Switching SuperCool on: (see Activating SuperCool func-
tion) .

D> The freezer temperature will drop, and the appliance will
operate at the maximum refrigerating capacity.

So that the food is rapidly frozen through to the core, do not
exceed the following quantities per pack

- Fruit, vegetables up to 1 kg

- Meatupto25kg

» Pack the food in portions in freezer bags, reusable
plastic, metal or aluminium containers

P Spread the food out on the glass shelf and do not allow
it to come into contact with food that is already frozen, to
prevent this defrosting.

P Reset the temperature controller 24 hours after inserting
the food.

P Reset the temperature 24 hours after storing the food.
When the room temperature is higher than 15 °C:

» SuperCool is deactivated automatically after 70 hours.
However, you can also deactivate SuperCool manually at
any time (see Deactivating SuperCool function) .

» Press and hold the SuperCool (see Fig. 3) button for
3 seconds.

5.2.2 Storage life

» The shelves <can be
dismantled for cleaning.

5.2.3 Thawing food

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6 Maintenance

6.1 Manual defrosting

Fridge compartment:

The fridge compartment defrosts automatically. The

defrosted water is evaporated by the heat of the

compressor. Water drops or a thin layer of frost or ice can

form on the back wall; this is a completely normal part of

the machine’s function.

» Regularly clean the drain opening to allow the water to
flow away (see 6.2 Cleaning the appliance) .

Freezer compartment:

A layer of frost or ice can build up in the freezer compart-
ment after a long period of operation.

The layer of frost or ice builds up faster if the appliance
is opened often or if the food is warm when placed inside.
However, a thick layer of ice will increase the appliance's
energy consumption. You should therefore defrost the appli-
ance regularly.

Thawing process:

6.2 Cleaning the appliance

6.3 Replacing the interior lighting

An LED lamp is used as standard illumination for the interior
space in the appliance.

The power supply (AC) and voltage at the operating
point must comply with the details on the rating plate
(see 1 Appliance at a glance) .

When a LED is used:

QA Only use the original LED lamp from the manufacturer,
max. 15 W. The lamp can be obtained from customer
service or a specialist dealer (see 6.4 Customer service) .
